Built in 1776, the House Mill is
Britain's oldest standing mill and is, together
with the Clock Mill, one of the most elegant
waterside buildings.

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THE OLYMPIC STADIUM

The Olympic Stadium will be at the heart of the London Olympic and
Paralympic Games. All Athletics events will take place in the Stadium

as well as the Opening and Closing Ceremonies, watched by millions of
people around the world. It will seat 80,000 people during the Games.

BEYOND 2012

The flexible design of the Olympic Stadium enables it to be reduced
down to 25,000 seats after the 2012 Games. Ongoing legacy planning

is exploring potential options and the viability of maintaining the larger

stadium for a period after the Games to host other large world class
events. The integration of an educational facility including a National
Skills Academy for Sport will help ensure this ‘Living Stadium’ has a
thriving and diverse legacy use.

in size hosting a 24 hour catering village, a
'High Street’ featuring banks, newsagents
and travel agents and a Main Press
conference room for up to 800 journalists.

BEYOND 2012

The area after the Games will focus on
the creation of business and employment
opportunities generated by establishing a
new media and creative industries quarter.
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HOCKEY

The Hockey Centre will have two pitches with
spectator seating for Hockey during the Olympic
Games and Paralympic Five-a-side and Seven-a-side
Football. The main pitch will have a capacity of
15,000 and the second pitch will have seating

for 5,000.

BEYOND 2012

After the Games the Hockey Centre will move to
the north of the Olympic Park, joining a group of
facilities in the area known as Eton Manor. It will
have 5,000 permanent seats with the ability to
increase to over 10,000 for major events.

HANDBALL ARENA

The Arena will host Handball
preliminaries and quarter-finals,

as well as Modern Pentathlon
disciplines of Fencing and Shooting,
during the Olympic Games. It will
also be the venue for Goalball
during the Paralympic Games.

BEYOND 2012

The Arena will be adapted to
become a multi-use sports centre
for community use, athlete training
and small- to medium-sized events.
It will cater for a wide-range of
indoor sports including basketball,
handball, badminton, netball

and volleyball.

VELOPARK & BMX CIRCUIT

The permanent 6,000-seat
Velodrome will host the indoor
Olympic and Paralympic Cycling
events.

BASKETBALL ARENA

The Arena will have 12,000 seats for the

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as well as Handball semi-finals and finals,
and 10,000 seats for Wheelchair Basketball
and Wheelchair Rugby.

It is anticipated that elements of the
Basketball Arena will be taken down
and relocated elsewhere.

ETON MANOR

Eton Manor will act as a training area
for athletes during the Olympic Games.
During the Paralympic Games there
will be seats for 10,500 spectators to
watch the Wheelchair Tennis and 3,000
spectators to enjoy the Paralympic
Archery competition.

The venue will be turned into a hockey
stadium, a tennis centre with indoor and
outdoor courts and a five-a-side football
venue. It will be part of a new group of
sports facilities for athletes and the local
community to use.

THE OLYMPIC PARK

The Olympic Park will be the focus of attention during the
Games. Up to 180,000 spectators a day will enter the Park
to enjoy the Games.

BEYOND 2012

The Legacy Park will contain 102 hectares of open space,
equivalent to 255 football pitches. It will be developed

to create a new piece of city including homes, open space,
workplaces, education centres, community facilities and a wide
range of large and small scale features and activities ranging
from iconic visitor attractions to an adventure play area.

THE OLYMPIC VILLAGE
The Olympic Village will house thousands of athletes and officials

during the London 2012 Games. The Olympic Village development will
include 11 residential blocks, each made up of five to seven buildings.

BEYOND 2012

The Village will become part of the Stratford City regeneration
scheme, including a new regional shopping centre with leisure,
office and residential areas. The communities that develop in
the area after the Games will be supported by new parks,
open spaces, community facilities and transport links.
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HOSPITALITY ZONE

The final masterplan provides a central
location for the sponsor hospitality site,
which will include sweeping views of the
Park for sponsor and partner companies
and organisations helping to fund the cost
of staging the Games.

AQUATICS CENTRE

The Aquatics Centre will host a range of events
including Swimming, Synchronised Swimming, Diving,
Water Polo finals and the Aquatics discipline of the
Modern Pentathlon in the Olympic Games. For the
Paralympic Games it will be the venue for the
Swimming competition.

BEYOND 2012

The Aquatic centre will house 2 x 50m pools and

1 x 25m diving pool, all with moveable floors to
ensure maximum flexibility. The Aquatics Centre

will be transformed into a facility for both community
and elite use and will have a 2,500 seating capacity

(up to 3,500 for major events).
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EXCEL LONDON

The LOCOG venues team will be creating arenas
in the 100 acre space to host the events.

BEYOND 2012

After the Games, ExCeL London will revert to its
role as one of Europe’s largest and most versatile
exhibition spaces.

THE MILLENNIUM DOME

Originally built for the Millennium celebrations, North
Greenwich Arena 1 will host Gymnastics, Wheelchair
Basketball and the finals of the Basketball competition.
The arena will seat 20,000 spectators for the Basketball

final and 16,500 for the Gymnastics.

BEYOND 2012

After the Games, the venue will continue to host
major sporting and entertainment events.
